Eligibility 
A registered youth member of the Boy Scouts of America, Girl Scouts of America, 
or Venturer Crew Member of the Catholic faith, male or female who has started 
9th grade and has not yet celebrated their 21st birthday. 
Purpose   
Pope Pius XII is Catholic Scouting's church-related ministries and vocation 
program 
The program deals with different life choices (single, married, religious, 

ordained), occupations and ministries in the church as calls from God. 

 It includes youth led discussions on current issues facing the church and society, which 
are normally included as part of a Pius XII retreat or day of recollection 

Requirements 

 Registration must be completed before the start date of online units which is 13 
November 2011.  There is a $20 registration fee which includes the cost the participant 
manual as well as the Pope Pius XII religion emblem to be awarded to candidates who 
successfully complete the program. 

 The program will be run by the candidates themselves, the adults will serve as 
Moderators 

 Candidates will conduct a number of interviews and will explore controversial issues 
facing the Church and society. 

 Candidates are required to experience an online guided retreat focused on the Pope 
Pius XII Program and conduct a ministries service project.

 The group will meet on-line for nine weeks.  Flexibility is required in course progress.  
There is a required service project.  A required guided online retreat will be led online.
